Comments on the changes to the HRAC spec:

1. I think that only allow the regular expression on the “value_string” element of a ResourceNameComponent specializes the solution too much.   Apparently CORBAmed has a naming scheme in mind that makes regular expression only of any value for the “value_string” element.  It would be trivial to imagine other resource naming schemes that could benefit from the use of regular expression on the “resource_naming_authority” and “name_string” elements.  This solution makes the solution not as generic as desirable.

2. It might be better if you replace the #include “NamingAuthority.idl” with the line #include “AuthorityDef.idl”. This would allow the specification to be CORBAmed independent. For CORBAmed implementations the AuthorityDef.idl would include the lines:

#include “NamingAuthority.idl”

and 

typedef NamingAuthority::AuthorityIdStr ResourceNamingAuthority;

A non-CORBAmed implementation might make its AuthorityDef.idl file contain:

typedef MyStringFormat ResourceNamingAuthority;

This makes “AuthorityDef.idl” an implementation dependent file with one pre-defined for CORBAmed.

Choosing a name other than “authority” might make this more generic in other domains, CORBAmed has a definition of what an “authority” is, other domains may say “Huh”.
